ANNUAL STOCKHOLDERS MEETING TO BE HELD SEPTEMBER 26, 2009

Vienna Woods will hold its annual stockholders meeting on Saturday, September 26 at 4:00 p.m. on the Club grounds.  All stockholders are encouraged to attend.  If you are unable to attend the meeting, please return the enclosed postage-paid proxy card designating a proxy to vote in your place.  Check the name of one Director or write in the name of another stockholder who you know will attend the meeting.  Be sure to sign the proxy card.

AGENDA ITEMS FOR FALL STOCKHOLDERS MEETING 

In addition to the customary business of the meeting, such as approval of minutes and committee reports, there will be three motions voted upon by the Club's Stockholders at the Fall Stockholders' Meeting:
A motion will be made to re-elect each of the following Board members to three year terms, commencing 2009 and ending 2012: 

Joe Alonso,  Alan Currin,  Lem Forrest,  A.J. Oskuie 

A motion will be made to amend Section 4 of the Club's Bylaws to read as follows: "SECTION 4. The stockholders of each share of stock shall pay to the Corporation an annual fee of  three four hundred ninety ten dollars ($390 $410) by the fifth day of March, following the issuance of the share of stock by the Corporation, and thereafter annually by the fifth of March in each succeeding year. Payment of said fee after the fifth of March and before May 1 shall result in the assessment of a twenty dollar ($20) late fee. Payment of said fee after May 1 shall result in the assessment of a fifty dollar ($50) late fee. Subject to approval by the Membership Committee, membership in the Corporation shall pass with the transfer of stock. Transfer by a stockholder of his share of stock shall not interrupt or in any way affect the schedule of payment of the annual fee."
A motion will be made to amend Section 9 of the Club's Bylaws to include a new subsection e., which shall read as follows: "e. Notwithstanding the provisions of subsections 9.b, 9.c, and 9.d, above, the Board shall have the discretion to charge an annual fee not to exceed $50 to each member applying for or requesting permission to make a seasonal (or partial seasonal) rental of his or her membership."

This Fall we will be replacing 3000 square feet of concrete deck at the pool, from between the shallow end of the pool to the baby pool, all the way to the wall and ramp and continuing along the shallow end of the pool ending at the steps that go into the pool near the 4 foot area. The concrete in these areas has cracked and heaved over the years.  Additionally, skimmers and underwater lights will be replaced in these areas.

Ryan Fox, assistant dive coach and Eagle Scout candidate with help from other scouts from his Boy Scout Troop 1978 of Vienna did his Eagle Scout Project at the Tennis Club. Ryan and the scouts hauled away almost 100 wheelbarrows of mulch from where the old junipers along the tennis courts were cut down and spread it along the path leading into the woods, removed old asphalt, rocks and tennis balls and built a new timber edging along the beds. They left the area raked and graded and ready for new plantings that will be installed this fall. Ryan and the Scouts also power washed and painted the gazebo at the tennis courts and installed new lighting.  Thank you Ryan and Troop 1978 for beautifying the tennis grounds.
